Evergreen Academy Illness Policy

Please do NOT send your child to school if he/she has any of the following symptoms:

· Fever of 100° F or higher

· Vomiting on two or more occasions within the past 24 hours

· Diarrhea on three or more occasions within a 24 hour period

· Body rash – especially with fever

· Eye discharge or pinkeye. Children can be re-admitted after medical diagnosis to rule out bacterial or viral infection, or after 24 hours of antibiotic treatment

· Unusual fatigue or irritability, confusion, pale skin or lack of appetite

· Earache

· Sore throat, bad cough or excessive congestion

· Open or oozing sores, unless properly covered or 24 hours have passed since starting antibiotic treatment

· Lice (or nits), scabies, or extremely itchy scalp or body rash

· Students in the contagious state of any disease

We will call you to pick up your child if he/she has any of these symptoms or is unable to actively participate in school due to not feeling well.  The occurrence of certain contagious diseases may require notification of the County Health Department who serves as a resource in maintaining a safe and healthy school environment.  Please make sure your child’s emergency contact information is up to date so that we may contact you immediately should your child need to picked up from school.
