The work in this unit 
included posing and solving story problems about 
penguins, studying the twos counting pattern 
based on pairs of penguins, cutting strings and 
gathering cans of food to match the heights and 
weight of the various penguins, and collecting, 
sorting and organizing data.  This was a research 
journey our first grade students will not soon 
forget!
